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It shall be the policy of this Board that ROP provided transportation be of a limited nature and that it is not intended to be provided for all ROP students.  This is necessary due to limited resources and the fact that student attendance is voluntary and not mandatory.  The limited transportation shall first be provided to high schools that identify groups of students requiring transportation to scheduled classes.  





The priority of filling transportation requests shall be based upon the date of the request and the availability of student seat space.  A schedule of transportation will be developed prior to the beginning of a new school year and will be provided to the applicable sites.





The pick up and return points for delivery of students shall be established as their home school sites.  An exception to this policy shall be the Teenage Parent Program where the individual residence may be the pick up and the return point.





The transportation provided by this ROP shall comply with all provisions of the Vehicle Code and all other applicable laws, rules, and regulations established by the State Board of Education or any other applicable agency.





The priority for ROP provided transportation to students shall be established in the following order:





	1.	After school classes


	2.	Day block classes


	3.	Field trips


	4.	Saturday classes





The transportation schedule shall be developed to serve the greatest needs within the limited resources.  Community classroom students must provide their own transportation to and from the respective work sites.
