Cristina Pino will be here until she                    

completes the academy and an internship at the Los Angeles County                     

Coroner. Cristina has a degree in  Forensic Science but was unable to 

obtain employment  in her country. The police agencies in Italy asked 

that she  acquire hands-on training.  Cristina will be graduating in January 

2010 with over 350 hours of forensic training.
